This year, due to the current pandemic, we have not been able to carry out the  GB Friendship Day, our 
signature event of the year. However, the GB Fortnight, our annual donation drive, has given our girls a 
chance to look beyond themselves and make a difference to others during this challenging time of 
uncertainty for many.  
 
With the theme Hope through Every Girl, The Girls’ Brigade donated more than $130,000 - 50% of all 
funds raised, to the good and meaningful work of New Hope Community Services - giving hope to 
displaced families, the homeless, ex-offenders and youths-at-risk in Singapore.  
 
We may be distanced from each other but that should not stop us from seeking creative ways to practically 
contribute to the larger needs of our nation during these tumultuous times. 
 
While circumstances have prevented us from organising our annual national events, we continue to plan 
ahead with the future in mind. The ‘down’ time has given us ample opportunity to dream of new 
community projects, review our systems and revamp our training programmes.  
 
To conclude, I would like to thank School Leaders, Officers and Volunteers for your support of the Girls’ 
Brigade. Your support and partnership is deeply valued. As we boldly approach the year 2021, let us 
continue to help every Girl be a champion of Hope and make a positive impact wherever she is.

We continue to praise God for our 3,122 girls and 534 officers and teachers/church volunteers in 74 schools. 
We have 38 Primary and 36 Secondary school companies. We are sad that two companies (the 50th and 
60th companies) had to close this year due to low enrolment and school decisions but we praise God for 
two new companies that were started this year. The 22nd company started in January in Anderson Primary 
School, in partnership with Ang Mo Kio Presbyterian Church and the 81st company in Regent Secondary 
School in partnership with Bukit Panjang Gospel Chapel.  
 
The year 2020 had been a challenging year for many of us due to the Covid-19 pandemic and we could 
not execute many events but we continue to praise God for His faithful provision and protection over us. 
 

1. HIGHLIGHTS  
All national events for the year including GBS flagship event – GB Friendship Day were cancelled 
due to the Covid-19 pandemic.

3.1 GB Day 

GB Day was held on 13 July 2020.  GB members turned up in GB uniform at the various 
schools to commemorate the day.  The message from our Brigade President, Ms Sharon Liat, 
was read out in the schools. 

 
3.2 Brigade Fortnight 

Brigade Fortnight, an annual fund-raising project, was held from 13 July to 10 August, done 
mainly online.  We are very thankful to all who donated and contributed to the collection of 
S$267k of which 50% of funds raised during this period was channelled to the extraordinary 
work of New Hope Community Services, giving hope to displaced families, the homeless, ex-
offenders and youth-at-risk in Singapore. We would like to thank all donors for their generous 
support. In big and small ways, GB will continue to link hearts and hands with individuals and 
families to serve the communities. We want to thank companies and girls for putting in effort 
to raise the money.  
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3.3  PBB Awardee 2020 Online Celebration 
An hour-long online celebration hosted by Brigade President, Vice-President, the PBB 
Committee was held on 1 August. Ms Tay Ching Yee (42nd) also shared about her GB journey 
and challenged the girls to continue to serve in GB.  
 

3.4 National Day Parade 
56 girls from 18 companies and 2 girls from SPARKS programme registered for NDP 2020. 
Due to the COVID-19 situation, the girls could not participate in the NDP this year.  

 
Ten girls (Primary to Tertiary) videoed themselves with commands given by the NDP 
organising committee. The companies involved are 1st, 51st, 54th, 56th and SPARKS girls.  
 
Andrea Chong (1st Company/SPARKS) represented GB at Sengkang General Hospital with 
NCC and St John Brigade to present a token of appreciation to the frontline fighter and the 
health cluster in Singapore.  
 
Annabelle Yap (43rd Company/ Sparks) who volunteered to be the Parade Commander 
represented GB to attend NDP 2020 Parade at The Padang as a spectator.  
 

3.5 National Drill Competition 2020   

A total of 30 Primary Teams from 29 Primary Companies and 39 Secondary Teams from 34 
Secondary Companies registered for the Competition. However, the event was cancelled 
due to COVID-19 measures.

The girl would have undergone training 
that equipped her with relevant knowledge and skills to lead confidently. The training aims to 
inculcate in her the values of reverence, respect and a sense of responsibility. She would have 
made significant contributions to her GB Company, demonstrated good leadership abilities 
and has been a good role model for other members and at home. A total of 88 girls received 
the Junior Brigader Brooch in 2020 (Annex C).  

 
5.4 Pioneer Brigader Brooch 

The Pioneer Brigader Brooch (PBB) Award is the highest national award a GB girl in Singapore 
can attain. The girls submitted reflections based on their GB journey in the secondary school. 
Prior to the selection, the PBB Brigade Knowledge Test was held. The girls have to obtain at 
least 75% to pass the Brigade Knowledge Test to qualify for the PBB Selection. This year, the 
PBB Selection Camp was held from 8 – 11 June. A total of 26 girls from 1st, 2nd S 3rdS, 5th, 18th, 
31st, 34th, 42nd, 45th, and 84th Companies were awarded the Pioneer Brigader Brooch for 2020 
(Annex D).
